Cemetery Records
The Library holds a large book collection of cemetery indexes and transcriptions for Queensland and 
the other Australian states. Cemetery records vary in the detail they provide but they may give death 
and burial date, birth date and family relationships. 

Funeral Records
The Library holds funeral records for Queensland and Tasmania.

Pioneer Registers
Usually published for a geographic location. Pioneer registers provide details of births, deaths and 
marriages and often other family relationships.
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Trace your family history using Cairns Libraries latest FREE databases.

Ancestry.com Library Edition
This is the largest family history database available containing over 3 billion names in over 10,000 
databases. Ancestry includes a number of Australian immigration indexes and some original images 
for NSW. Use this database from any public access PC at all Cairns Libraries.

Findmypast
Access to the entire Australia & New Zealand, United Kingdom, Irish and United States Findmypast 
collections. Use this database from any public access PC at all Cairns Libraries.

The British Newspaper Archive
Contains over 200 newspaper titles from the 18th to 20th century - with 4.7 million digitised pages, 
and millions more to come. Use this database from any public access PC at all Cairns Libraries.

A discovery service developed by the National Library of Australia, which gives users a single point 
of access to more than 45 million items, including library, archive and museum collections and Aus-
tralian digitised newspapers (up until 1956) and images - www.trove.nla.gov.au.
